Dear Families,

We are proud that PPPCS will continue to be a phone-free space to improve teaching
and learning using a system called Yondr. We utilized Yondr in the 22-23 school year with
great success, joining over 1,000 schools across 21 countries to facilitate an engaged
learning environment. We believe that phones have great utility. We have also found that
learning and social behavior improve drastically when students are fully engaged with their
teachers and classmates.

The Yondr Program utilizes a simple, secure pouch that stores a phone. Every student
will secure their phone in a personally-assigned Yondr pouch when they arrive at school.
Students will maintain possession of their phones and will not use them until their pouches
are opened at the end of the school day. Students are required to bring their Yondr pouch to
and from school each day and are responsible for their pouch at all times. Based on
PPPCS'’s first year of implementation, students will also be required to place smart watches,
headphones and all other smart accessories in the pouch throughout the day as well.

In a survey of over 900 school partners to measure the effects of creating phone-free
educational environments. These schools achieved notable progress in multiple areas:
e 65% of schools saw an improvement in academic performance

e 74% of schools saw an improvement in student behavior

e 83% of schools saw an improvement in student engagement in classes

Frequently Asked Questions

What if | want to reach my child during the school day?
We want our students to be engaged in their learning. If you need to contact your child during the
school day, contact the main office at (410) 558-1230.

What if there is a school emergency?
In case of a school emergency, we direct our students to safety first, following our school emergency
preparedness protocol.

Will my student’s phone be safe?

Students are in possession of their phone - in their Yondr pouch - for the entire school day. We will
advise students to store the pouch in their lockers (Middle School) or backpack where it is
completely safe. PPPCS is not responsible for damaged or missing phones.

What if the Yondr pouch gets damaged or a student is caught on their phone?
The Yondr pouch is property of Patterson Park Public Charter School. If a student damages their

pouch or is caught on their phone, Administration will collect the phone/pouch and contact home:
e 1st Occurence:
o Student will receive a referral
o Guardians will be required to come to the school for a conference
and to pick up their child’s phone.
o Students will turn in their phone daily to school administration for
one week following the incident.

e Repeat Occurrence: If this behavior is repeated, all steps will be followed
above as well as a conference with administration to determine a plan to
ensure proper implementation of the school policy and alignment to the
Baltimore City Schools Code of Conduct.

Note: Damage consists of any signs that the physical integrity of the pouch has been compromised,
whether intentional or unintentional, as determined by the school.
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Queridas familias,

Estamos orgullosos de que PPPCS siga siendo un espacio libre de teléfonos para
mejorar la enseianza y el aprendizaje usando un sistema llamado Yondr. Utilizamos
Yondr en el afio escolar 22-23 con gran éxito, uniéndonos a mas de 1000 escuelas en 21
paises para facilitar un entorno de aprendizaje comprometido. Creemos que los teléfonos
tienen una gran utilidad. También hemos encontrado que el aprendizaje y el
comportamiento social mejoran drasticamente cuando los estudiantes estan
completamente comprometidos con sus maestros y compafieros de clase.

El Programa Yondr utiliza una bolsa simple y segura que guarda un teléfono. Cada
estudiante asegurara su teléfono en una bolsa Yondr asignada personalmente cuando

llegue a la escuela.Los estudiantes mantendran la posesion de sus teléfonos y no los usara

hasta que se abran sus bolsas al final del dia escolar. Se requiere que los estudiantes
traigan su bolsa Yondr a la escuela y de la escuela todos los dias y son responsables de su

bolsa en todo momento.Segun el primer ano de implementacion de PPPCS, los estudiantes
también deberan colocar relojes inteligentes, auriculares y todos los demas accesorios
inteligentes en la bolsa durante todo el dia.

En una encuesta de mas de 900 socios escolares para medir los efectos de crear entornos

educativos sin teléfonos. Estas escuelas lograron un progreso notable en multiples areas:

e EIl 65% de las escuelas vieron una mejora en el rendimiento académico.

e 74% de las escuelas vieron una mejora en el comportamiento de los estudiantes

e EIl 83% de las escuelas vio una mejora en la participacion de los estudiantes en las
clases.

Preguntas frecuentes

¢ Qué sucede si quiero comunicarme con mi hijo durante el dia escolar?
Queremos que nuestros estudiantes participen en su aprendizaje. Si necesita comunicarse con su
hijo durante el dia escolar, comuniquese con la oficina principal al (410) 558-1230.

¢, Qué pasa si hay una emergencia escolar?
En caso de una emergencia escolar, dirigimos a nuestros estudiantes a la seguridad primero,
siguiendo nuestro protocolo escolar de preparacion para emergencias.

¢El teléfono de mi estudiante estara seguro?

Los estudiantes estan en posesion de su teléfono, en su bolsa Yondr, durante todo el dia escolar.
Aconsejaremos a los estudiantes que guarden la bolsa en sus casilleros (Escuela secundaria) o
mochila donde esté completamente seguro. PPPCS no es responsable por teléfonos dafiados o
perdidos.

¢ Qué pasa si la bolsa de Yondr se dana o un estudiante es atrapado en su teléfono?
La bolsa Yondr es propiedad de Escuela publica charter de Patterson Park. Si un estudiante dafa

su estuche o queda atrapado en su teléfono, la administracion recogera el teléfono/estuche y se
comunicara con su hogar:

e 1ra Ocurrencia:

o El estudiante recibira una referencia

o guardianes deberan venir a la escuela para una conferenciay
recoger el teléfono de su hijo.

o Estudiantes entregara su teléfono diariamente a la administracién
de la escuela durante una semana después del incidente.

e Repita la ocurrencia:Si este comportamiento se repite, se seguiran todos los
pasos anteriores, asi como una conferencia con administraciéon para
determinar un plan para garantizar la implementacion adecuada de la politica
escolar y alineaciéon con el Cédigo de Conducta de las Escuelas de la Ciudad
de Baltimore.

Nota: El dafo consiste en cualquier sefial de que la integridad fisica de la bolsa se ha visto
comprometida, ya sea intencional o no, segun lo determine la escuela.
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
